Spare keys (Spare and master keys)

Emergency contact numbers

Tyre pressure pump 

Tyre pressure gauge 

Tyre repair kit

Kinetic Snatch strap (Spanset) / Shackles / tow rope

GPS

Petrol/Diesel (Jerry can) – depending on off-road consumption

Gloves (For general use and / or in the fire)

Fire extinguisher

Pop-Up -Toilet / shower cubicle / Porte-potty / Toilet Paper

Portable Shower (available at Makro or any outdoor accessory shops)

Spade -Small for Cat method / Large – for scooping coals
Black refuge bags (take out what you bring in). 

Water container / Water (Minimum5L per person per day)

Cool Box / Fridge / Freezer

Ice / cold drinks / other drinks / enough drinking water

Fold-up wash basis (available at any outdoor accessory shop)

Beach umbrella/awning 

Wind Lapa for wind protection

Camera (extra film)/Video/Binoculars

Torch/extra batteries

29MHz two-way radio / Magnetic base antenna 

Fuses (Cigarette lighter-Radio Hire)

Gas lamp and spare mantles 

Gas canister, cooker and spare jets

Skottel-braai

First aid kit/tabard/sting-goes/Insect repellent/Mosquito net

Toiletries & personal medical requirements

Warm clothing, gloves, beanie, raincoat etc.   

It is advisable to always wear comfortable closed shoes or boots.

Sun hat/caps/sun block

Eating/cooking utensils/mug/glass/tin opener/ Table and chairs

Swart potjie for potjiekos

Pot to boil crayfish in (In season)

Crayfish/fishing Permits (In season)

Kettle to boil water for Coffee/tea / Flask to store boiling water

Grid, tongs and braai stand (Portable braai is advisable)

Pillow/Sleeping Bag/extra blanket/mattress 

TENT & POLES / TENT PEGS (long pegs - sand and short pegs - hard ground)

Ground sheet

FOOD / Pre-planned menu / Nibbles for during the day on the route.

WOOD FOR BRAAI AND “SITVUUR” (minimum 2 x bags per vehicle/per night)
